"According to the Grace of God which was given to me,
as a wise master builder | laid a foundation, and another is building upon it.

But let each man be careful how he builds upon it."
1 Corinthians 3:10 NASB

Paul concludes with, "be careful how you build."

Recently, | shared a message that spoke of our serving, doing, giving, living and
loving. Philippians 2:13 speaks of how it is God who works in you, to will and to act in
order to fulfil His good purpose. Psalm 127 makes mention that unless the Lord builds
the house- we labour in vain.

Motivation is a powerful thing. Two main motivations are; intrinsic (from within) and
extrinsic (from without). Both are vital and necessary for truly representing Jesus.

Our motivation should come from a deep relationship with Jesus, and a hunger and
thirst for more of Him every day. If not, then we need to reconsider why we serve and
why we don't. God doesn't look at our serving. He looks at our heart. The good news
for each of us is that we will never exhaust God's supply of wisdom and strength.
"Can you find out the deep things of God? Can you find out the limit of the Almighty?
Job 11:7 ESV

We have an amazing opportunity to continue building and co-labouring with the Lord.
In this season, lets ask ourselves, “what is my heart saying?”. More importantly,
‘what is Jesus saying?” Let us be careful then how we build, not as unwise but as
wise. After all, God is the Master Builder!
